Gerry Williams – Operations Manager 
 
FMCA this year was a very good trip, not only for learning but also networking. I had a chance to 
discuss new products and ideas with vendors and other districts.  
 

1. I learned that two new insecticides are in the developmental stages to help combat 
adulticide resistance. The first product is from Valent Bio Sciences and uses 3 modes of 
action to kill the adult mosquito. The second product is still a very long way from 
development it uses silver nanoparticles to kill the adult mosquito. I also learned that the 
patent for Delta Guard is about to expire so less expensive versions will be hitting the 
market as well as the possibility of an oil-based variant. That last one was a rumor from a 
sales rep. 

2. One Gambusia fish will affectively treat 20 sq ft. They are also a great alternative for 
treating livestock tanks for people who prefer a natural treatment solution.  

3.  Electric ULV’s have been making great progress to overcome some issues with battery 
life and droplet inconsistencies. They only weigh about 140Lbs, so the installation is 
extremely easy, and they have no service requirements. They are as quiet as the truck, so 
the constituents have been very pleased. The Keys MC has had great luck with them for 
the last year and plan on adding more to the fleet. They have also had less calls claiming 
that “No Sprays” are being sprayed. 

4. I got to speak with Chad Minteer from Frontier Precision, and they just released a new 
Mesa tablet that is significantly larger. He also stated that when he gets his hands on a 
few he will send us one to demo. It only costs about $300 more than the Mesa3 that we 
currently use but outperforms it in every way.  

5. Lastly, I learned that if a mosquito is carrying and capable of transmitting a virus it has no 
negative impact on the health of the mosquito. Meaning a “sick” mosquito is just as hardy 
as a healthy one.  
 

I Believe this was a very productive trip I wouldn’t mind contributing to some conferences or 
classes in the future. I would like to do a presentation on transitioning from a paper-based 
program to a digital program and show other districts how it has helped us save money, time, 
and monitor the district more accurately.

3. Got to speak with the attorney spearheading the effort of navigating the UAS 
legislation issues and received a more detailed analysis of the situation as it stands on 
UAS legislation in the state of Florida as it applies to Mosquito control organizations 
as a public health matter. 

4. Learned how to employ emergence traps VIA UAS.  

 
**these efforts will help encourage further collaboration with industry leaders and other 
mosquito control entities. It will also foster esprit de corps among the team at SWCMCD.  
 
 
Teahna Ratliff – Entomologist 
 
Monday- Young Professional Event 

Symposium had 4 guest speakers from different areas of mosquito control, including 
FMEL, FDACS, Mosquito Control District, and I forgot where the last guy was from. 
Questions were asked about the best/worse things about working in the industry and 
ways to combat issues working in mosquito control.  

The best take away was to follow our IMM when dealing with the public. It provides us 
with cost effective methods to combat mosquito issues. Also, get the constituents 
perception before you start throwing education their way, meaning listen to their concern 
thoroughly before responding.  

Tuesday-  
Gordon Patterson gave a great presentation on the history of mosquito control and how 
it came to be. He spoke about “Mosquito County” which encompassed a majority of 
Florida, the use of DDT and “Silent Spring”- that got DDT banned from use in the U.S., how 
FMCA started, etc.  

Keira Lucas gave a presentation about Culex quinquefasciatus & Aedes Aegypti showing 
resistance in bottle bioassays, but they did a field trial and found the VBC product is 
effective in treating their resistant mosquitoes.  



Beth Kovach from Charlotte County presented on larvicide efficacy of Metalarv S-PT 
(which is a granule larvicide). They treated a few areas in their area and had a control 
area. They collected adults once a week. At 6 weeks in they noticed Culex replaced Aedes 
in the areas of treatment. They also noticed increase in Culex nigripalpus (that are not as 
susceptible to Methoprene). One limitation that stood out was that she thinks they may 
have missed the pupae window by only being able to collect once a week & they should 
have collected more often.  

**Clarke presented on new equipment for field trials (new cages)- may or may not be 
needed. Needs more research on our end. Also, I liked how they used tripods for field 
trials rather than rods that stick in the ground, would help when wind changes direction 
last minutes.  

There were quite a few presentations on insecticide resistance. Eva Buckner presented 
results from a 3-year grant program that ended. She will be sending us results soon. Alden 
Estep also gave an interesting presentation on the importance of not relying on one type 
of testing (bottle bioassay) but to also do field trials in your specific area. It is something 
that lacks with many mosquito controls (us included).                                    -Take away: 
should do both bottle bioassay and field trial to report resistance. 

Atom from Collier County gave evaluation for the BG-Counter performance. It was a good 
presentation. However, he uses aliquot calculations (meaning estimated outcome). Met 
with Mike Weber (designer of the BG Counter) about our BG-Counter issues. Will be 
working on our BG counter over the winter. They have extended our membership through 
2023.  

Peter Jiang reported on Aegypti possibly displacing Albopictus in Gainesville FL. He is on 
my list of people to follow up with. They reported only using the IN2Care traps and have 
seen the Aegypti population continue to grow. I would like to know if that is the only 
treatment they have used?  

Wednesday- 
Student research projects: Other Public Health importance: Biting midges flight patterns; 
louse flies transmitting disease in raptor birds. 

Nathan Burkett on KISSING Bugs passing Chigas Disease. In America- kissing bug does 
carry the pathogen, but unlike in other countries, the kissing bug doesn’t defecate while 
feeding on people. Chigas disease is passed through the feces of the kissing bug.  

Jacob Hart from Manatee County gave a presentation on monitoring non-target effects 
of aerial adulticides (focusing on pollinators). Would like to find some way to monitor 
“Native” bee populations in South Walton.  

**Senecio Robotics update. Using AI for set sorting, identification, and pooling. Only able 
to ID up to 16 species.

5. Learned more on surveillance: We will purchase a Rotator Collector Trap to see the 
most abundant feeding times of different mosquito species through crepuscular 
activity (dusk to dawn).
